Course Preparation and Grooming 

• Course grooming will be adjusted for the snow fall

• NOTE:  Ski Testing is not permitted on the public side of the Banff Trail.  

 
Timing and Courses for Official Training 

• Sit Skiers will train from 1345 to 1445 and Standing/VI will train from 1445 to 1630. 

• NOTE:  The Banff Trail will be open to the public.  Be prepared for possible two way traffic. 

 
General Information from the TD 

• Classical technique race - technique control will be in place 

• Bib control will be in place for loop counting 

• Official training for Sunday will be after race: 13:45-14:45 sit ski (standing course closed), 14:45-
16:30 standing (sit ski course closed) 

• No re-grooming of standing course for official training. Grooming on Sunday will be for free 
technique with one track on right side (except big downhill and junctions) 

• Ski testing on competition course is possible during warmup and in direction of skiing only and 
no timing equipment.  

• Timing equipment may only be used on supplementary areas outside of competition courses  

• Course are available for sit ski glide testing as early as required (after grooming)
